Extra tips on things to bring
1. Serious sunblock even if you tan easily.

2. Hat if your head burns easily.

3. Underwater cameras!!

4. Digital camera or LOTS of film

5. A little journal to keep notes in about your trip so you can write it all out when you get home to tell people about without forgetting half the things.

6. About 50-100 in one dollar bills for tipping for the week. This is the extra tipping you'll be doing not the tips already charged to you.

7. Laptop with a good photo program to download your digital pictures so you can take lots more!!

8. Highlighter------to highlight events you may want to do on board when they leave the next days itinerary in your cabin.

9. Post its if you are sharing a cabin to leave each other notes saying where on board you are, etc etc

10. Possibly your own beach towels with a unique print

11. An over the door shoe hanger for the back door in the bathroom. No, not for shoes, for all those bathroom odds and ends. They fit nicely in all those little shoes plastic holds and takes away from the clutter in your room.

12. A 2 foot bungee cord to keep balcony doors open OR a small wedge for the same purpose. A 1 foot bungee cord is perfect for attaching the over the door shoe holder talked about in #11.

13. A beach bag if you intend to go to beaches while in ports

14. A water bottle or lidded coffee cup.....good for bringing larger amounts of those free drinks from the lido deck, etc back to your room
15. A power strip and an extension cord

16. A lanyard to put around your neck for your s&s card (free at the pursers desk)

17. Snorkel and mask if you plan on snorkeling...cheaper than renting them but free on some excursions.

18. A collapsed cooler for larger amounts of cabin ice or if you don't have a frig in your room

19. Battery night light for bathroom especially if you have an inside cabin.

20. Febreeze.....for that light smell

21. Ginger and bonine or other sea sick medicine if you think you'll need it. ( I'm a nurse so I have lots of other ideas if you need them too)

22. All types of medicines that you may possibly need. Examples.....excedrin for when you've had one too many....benadryl........diarrhea/consipation medicines......bandaides......basically any type of medicine you think could be necessary. On board supplies are limited and expensive. (I have a first aid kit I took that I made that was compact and had everything we could need--I'm thinking of selling it on QVC....lol)

23. Handy wipes--------you never know

24. In your carry on bag on day 1, make sure and put all medicines, paperwork, change of clothes and swim suit if you plan on swimming right away. Remember that it takes several hours before your bags will be delivered outside your cabin.

25. First aid kit made with what you think your family could need

26. Pack things inside things (socks inside shoes)

27. TSA locks for luggage are cheaper on ebay than in stores. You can get a group of them cheaper there than anywhere. Example: I got 6 for $30 on ebay. They were $6.99 apiece at walmart and the TSA website that airlines websites advertise sell them from 9.99 to $15 apiece.

28. Duct tape is great, just a small one. (One of my daughters luggage bags ripped.....fixed it in 2 minutes and it made it all the way home even being handled by porters, cabbies, etc. )
